What's new in Boulder?

As you may have noticed there is quite a bit of
construction along 28th street when coming into town.
‘The retaining wall at 28th and Coloradoe is complete,
and now the City is working on the medians and trafthic
management between Colorado & Arapahoe.

29th Street is coming along nicely and still headed
towards the FFall 2006 unveiling. ‘The whole project
is 62 acres and plans include 850,000 square feet of
retail, entertainment, dining & office space. Once
complete it will be 5 city blocks from Toley’s at the
north end to Century Theaters at the south end. It
will have a total of 3664 parking spaces (50% of which
will be underground) with some designated for hybrid
vehicles. It will have an outdoor play area for children,
‘The Home Depot is open as well as Foley's. The next
project is to start Wild Oats. www.twentyninth.com

Peloton is 1 new development just cast of
29th Street. It will feature upgraded condos with
1-3 bedrooms priced between $300,000-$800,000.
Standard features will include hardwood foors,
stainless appliances, and maple cabinets. The builders
have made this a community by offering a dog park

area, fountains, and ground floor rerail. When complete
it will have 390 units, a fitness center, rooftop swimming

pool, hot tubs and community meeting rooms.

What's new in Louisville?

Markel Homes is working with the City to build new
homes at the site of the former Pow Wow Grounds ([ast
of 42, north of South Boulder Rd.). Negotiations continue

as to how many homes will be approved.

What's new in Lafayette?

[t may be Lowe’s Home Improvement that buys the
Waneka Farm east of Lafayette. The farm has been in the
Waneka family for 123 years but is being sold due to the
high price of farming in Boulder County. Although no
formal plans have been submitted, it would likely include a
60 acre park, Lowe’s, residential and commercial space.

What's new in Superior?

Superior has agreed upon some new construction on
the south cast corner of Coalton & MecCaslin. They will
be targeting baby boomers with 76 patio homes priced in
the $500,000s. Each unit will have the opportunity for
customization.

What's new in Dacono?

The North 1-25 corridor has been a tremendous
growth area for the last few years. Twenty subdivisions
between Colo. 52 & WCR 6 are in various planning stages
that could lead to 10,300 building lots. According to city
officials, Dacono’s growth has been slower than expected.
